Re:  Proposed Sludge Pipeline from Gold Bar Wastewater Treatment Plant to Manhole D2 Interconnection Chamber in Hermitage Park

In 2006, The City of Edmonton is proposing to construct two 250 mm (10 inch) diameter pipelines to carry treated (digested) sludge from the Gold Bar Wastewater Treatment Plant to an existing interconnection chamber located in the vicinity of a manhole structure called MH D2 in Hermitage Park.

Current Situation

The City of Edmonton transfers treated (digested) sludge from the Gold Bar Wastewater Treatment Plant to the Clover Bar Lagoons via one 8 inch diameter pipeline.  Additional lines are available from manhole D2 to the Clover Bar Lagoons, however, the whole operation currently relies on a single line between the Gold Bar Wastewater Treatment Plant and the interconnection chamber located at manhole D2 in Hermitage Park.

The Need for New Lines

New lines will provide back up capacity when the sole existing line needs cleaning or maintenance and will provide additional capacity for future demands as enhanced treatment processes come on line in 2006.  The new line will also contribute to improving overall plant operations.

Timing

The new pipelines are scheduled for construction in 2006 – 2007.

Routing

The proposed routing for the pipeline is across the North Saskatchewan River in the existing utility tunnel from the plant to Floden Park, then across the park and along 111th Avenue to 30 Street, north to 116A Avenue, across 118th Avenue, the Yellowhead Trail and railway tracks, and along existing easements to the Manhole D2 interconnection chamber just inside Hermitage Park north of the Canon Ridge neighbourhood.  Alternatively, the new lines may be located along the Hooke Road cul-de-sac to Hermitage Park where a new interconnection chamber could be constructed.  

Construction Methods

The river crossing will make use of an existing utility tunnel.  Crossing 118th Avenue, Yellowhead Trail, the CNR tracks, Hermitage Road and Hooke Road will be by trenchless construction; i.e., underground directional drilling or augering.  All other segments of the pipeline will be laid by open cut trenching:  across Floden Park, along the south half of 111th Avenue to 30 Street, north to 116A Avenue and north of the CNR.

Community Impacts

The use of some streets and parks will be partially and temporarily disrupted by pipeline construction.  To minimize the impacts on residents and park users, we want to explore options for timing of construction, construction methods, etc.

Public Information and Consultation

Providing information to citizens and receiving suggestions on how to minimize disruption from the construction will take place during February 2005.  The suggestions will then be incorporated, as appropriate, into the detailed design for the project.

Planning the Public Consultation

We would like to talk with you, and with other community leaders you might suggest, about the best way to consult with your community.  We are prepared to hold open house information sessions, perhaps in your community league hall, and to distribute materials as appropriate for your area.
